For puppies and kittens, as long as 
you are not gone for more than 4 hours per 
day, you are good to go! Older kittens and 
adult cats and dogs can be left alone for 
longer periods.

I’ve never done this before. Can I still help?
YES! We provide free 1-on-1 in-home 
counseling and training. 

Do you provide the medical care for the
foster pets?

YES! We have a staff Veterinarian at the 
Center during business hours and we are 
partnered with several 24/7 clinics around 
the county for non-business hour coverage. 
There is never any out of pocket cost to you.

I’d like to help, but I don’t have any money to 
spend on this right now. Can I still help?

YES! This costs you nothing. We provide 
everything but the TLC – that’s your job.

I’d like to help, but I can only foster a few 
times per year. Can I still help?

Step 6: �When the pets are ready to find their 
forever homes, bring them back to 
the Center.
